(3) SYLLABUS

The course explores key theoretical issues that concern contemporary research in children's literature,
as well as a review of major literary reading theories, with the aim of establishing a theoretical
framework that enables the critical analysis and interpretation of literary texts within educational
contexts. Main areas of study include: content and definitions of children's literature: theory and
criticism; forms and genres of children's literature; cross-over literature; issues of ideology and
censorship; reading and the reader in modern temporary literary theory; contemporary methods of
literary text analysis and interpretation; the relationship between interpretation and literature;
aesthetics of production — aesthetics of reception — reader-response criticism; orality and literacy; play,
literature, and literary reading; individuality and sociability of reading; literary reception and
education; intertextuality and its manifestations; character, setting, plot; stereotype theory and
imagology.
